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Chairpersonôs Annual Report for 2010/2011 

The 2011 year continues to present challenges to clubs and has also seen further change to the Squash Wellington 
landscape. 

We lament the loss of both Collegians and Northern clubs and thank those clubs for their efforts in supporting 
their members and the game over the years.  I hope that the members of these clubs have settled in new clubs 
around the region and continue to enjoy the game to the extent they always have. 

An additional change this year has been the loss of Dave Christie as our Squash Development Manager and the 
appointment of Willie Bicknell in this role.  This change gave us the opportunity to ensure a more outward focus to 
the role with Willie spending much of his time in direct contact with clubs, seeking to support their efforts to grow 
the game and grow their clubs.  Willie is now established in this role and is a welcome sight across our region. 

In terms of our overall performance through the year against our Strategic Plan, Squash Wellington stands thus: 

1. Squash is connected with every person and facility associated with the game in the 

Wellington region 

Willie has had a good year, getting around the clubs, facilitating networks and connections and assisting 
clubs seeking grant funding and advice on how to grow the game. 

Nick continues his excellent work facilitating the schools programme, one of the most successful in the 
ŎƻǳƴǘǊȅΦ  bƛŎƪΩǎ focus this year on building our coaching infrastructure and capacity is also delivering 
dividends for those eager to get into coaching. 

2. The sport of Squash and its facilities in the Wellington region are healthy, welcoming and 

relevant 

Willie has been active in promoting options for clubs seeking to sort out ventilation and lighting issues.  
Progress on squash court refurbishment project has been slower than anticipated as has work to 
promote workshops to support club committee development.  These items remain a focus for Squash 
Wellington in the future. 

3. The leadership and support provided by a capable and aligned Wellington regional 

structure is valued by all member clubs in the District 

At various points during the year we have enjoyed visiting clubs around the region.  Hosting Squash 
Wellington Board meetings in different clubs each month and taking the opportunity to spend time with 
local committee members has been an important and welcome feature on our calendar.  My thanks go 
to those clubs and their committees for hosting us and for their time and input. 

 

Squash New Zealand 

As the year has progressed, it became clear that Squash New Zealand remain focussed on restructuring the 
regional structures to improve the consistency with which their plans for the game are implemented across the 
country.  It is fair to say that some regions will welcome this centralised management approach.  It is also clear 
that this approach does not meet the needs of all regions and means that some local governance and prioritisation 
will be lost.  We remain very cautious about this towards 2020 plan and its benefits and disadvantages for our 
region.

of $3,000 invoiced to each region over and above the national SEMs levied directly to clubs.  While this has been 
paid over the years, this Board has taken the stance that it is a cost that should be part of the national SEMs levy 
and to separately invoice regions for it suggests a duplicated charge.  This remains our position; we have refused 
to pay further against this levy; and have submitted a remit to the Squash New Zealand AGM asking for a single 
SEM levy that details what the funds are being sought for and is the only charge made against regions. 

Finally, a note about Annual Membership Returns and SEM Returns.  Clubs receive forms from Squash New 
Zealand directly and have made membership returns and SEMs returns directly.  From our perspective, we have 
fought long and hard for these returns to be simplified and, wherever possible, electronic.  In this regard we have 
achieved some movement from Squash New Zealand.  What Squash New Zealand have done is to bind the funding 
we receive from them into agreements for that funding.  This means if clubs submit their returns late, the region 
misses out on scarce funding ς something we cannot afford to do.  The plea here is to note this and remember it 
when you are preparing your returns.

Thump Sports have been a tremendous supporter of many club tournaments and given support to our District 
events.  To Shane and your team a huge big thank you!  Over the past 2 years Vita Sport have sponsored the 
Wellington interclub, their product has definitely quenched a thirst.  Also I must thank Konica Minolta for their 
support with our printing.  I look forward to the challenge of bringing other sponsors on next year. 

Twelve months ago the Collegians and Northern clubs have shut their doors.  Fortunately the members of both 
clubs have been absorbed by Khandallah, Thorndon and Island Bay.  As a result these clubs have had good growth.  
Overall our numbers remain static.  Though there are 1 or 2 clubs that are reaching peak numbers, they can always 
cater for more people that want to play during the day. Interestingly the casual numbers have risen from 1242 to 
1895 and the affiliated numbers have dropped from 3355 to 2933.  This could be put down to better accounting 
systems on SIT but also could be attributed to players not wanting to fully commit (or pay) to a club?  Might look at 
doing another Treatme or similar marketing campaign to allure more people into our great sport over the summer. 

Generally clubs are in a financially stable state and many are putting money and many hours into their facilities.  
Notable mentions are Masterton Squash club who have installed 2 glass backs and opened up the 
viewing/tournament control area.  Red Star are in the middle of changing their entranceway to courts and

Coach Development Report   

Well my role changed this year to part time for Squash Wellington and part time private coaching but I can report 
another successful year for Team Wellington right across the board with coach development, schools, and of 
course probably the best year for our High Performance teams ever. I managed to get around to visiting all clubs in 
the district or representatives from all clubs which was great and there are lots of positive things happening out 
there. Big thanks goes out to all the coaches, volunteers, club convenors, sponsors, parents and players for all their 
work ensuring squash is progressing as a sport in Wellington. 

Clubs There are some good programmes running in most clubs and with the new 10 week club coaching 

programme that we have been able to promote to clubs, I have seen academies start up, parents and volunteers 
supporting coaches by coaching, and club junior academies heading away as a group to tournaments around the 
country. There are good business house programmes running in clubs and lots of new squashies. I would like to 
thank all clubs for the hospitality they have shown me when visiting and hope you are all as keen in 2012. Clubs 
have also been very supportive of the schools programme which has been successful again this year and a great 
promotion of squash to new kids. Mums and Bubs mornings have started and we have had good positive feedback 
from this. 

Coaches I have seen a huge return of interest to coaching this year with coaches grasping a hold of the 10 week 

club coaching structure and securing parent and volunteer support. The programme has been a success because of 
its user friendly approach and the basic error detection and correction formulas. Nelson and Marlborough have 
great numbers coaching, have good squad structures in place and are looking to up skill themselves all the time. 
Coaches in Wellington central have been really enthusiastic and have created academies or good strong junior 
programmes. The Wairarapa have coaches assisting me with their new Development Squad that started this year 
and has been a great success. The next progression is to look to offer programmes to senior players. Across the 
district we have up to 18 coaches that are working with TW or their own area squads and learning and growing all 
the time. Coaches and volunteers across the district working with club programmes are up around the 50 mark. 

Schools A huge thanks to The Community Trust of Wellington and the later part of the year The Pelorus Trust 

for supporting our Squash Wellington Schools into Squash Programme that once again exposed thousands of kids 
to squash and allowed a connection between schools and clubs. The programme has progressed well with some 
clubs seeking funding to run their own schools programmes or clubs inviting kids to junior club nights leading on to 
membership. Some clubs have offered summer memberships at a good rate for kids that have been through the 
programme looking to excite them, and then capture them as full year memberships. This year we have worked 
with up to 20 schools and have trained 10 plus coaches to run the programme. We had a Maori school join the 
programme this year who were put through a term of coaching and will now go on to contest an annual Maori 
sports tournament. Kids from this Kura joined the Island Bay Squash Club as part of a special summer squash sub. A 
big thanks to those clubs who offered their courts for schools this year and those clubs were Upper Hutt, Fraser 
Park, Mitchell Park, Thorndon, Island Bay, Khandallah, Tawa, Mana, Kapiti, Waikanae. 



 

Junior Team Wellington  
Development squads continued this year with 28 boys and girls participating in a self funded programme that 
included 3 camps. We had 8 coaches involved in the programme this year and made the player to coach ratio 
smaller for better quality to the kids and value for money for the parents. We also ensured players received reports 
with areas to work on that were provided to parents and coaches. We are also having an exchange with Central 
Districts for our squad which replaces the junior triangular event. This will be in November at the Palmerston North 
Club. 

Team Wellington Junior Elite Squad had 3 camps this year at the Thorndon Squash Club and 21 players were 
named in the squad including 3 players from Marlborough and 2 from Nelson. This programme was also self 
funded and offered players the opportunity to prepare for Nationals 2011 in Auckland.

Performance Report 

 

It is a pleasure to be able to report on the outstanding on-court success accomplished by Squash Wellington in the 
2011 season.  Four national individual titles were won by Wellington players; five players earned national 
representative honours, and the representative teams performed very strongly.  Throw some positive National 
Super Champs results and a strong interclub competition into the mix, and it is clear that the district is performing 
well.  In the context of a difficult funding environment the Squash Wellington district board was unable to support 
ƛǘǎ ǊŜǇǊŜǎŜƴǘŀǘƛǾŜ ǘŜŀƳǎ ǘƻ ǘƘŜ ŜȄǘŜƴǘ ƛǘ ǿƻǳƭŘ ƘŀǾŜ ƭƛƪŜŘΣ ƳŀƪƛƴƎ ǘƘŜ ǘŜŀƳǎΩ ŀŎƘƛŜǾŜƳŜƴǘǎ ŀƭƭ ǘƘŜ ƳƻǊŜ 
impressive.   

 

The representative teams achieved unprecedented success by finishing no lower than runners-up across all 
competitions.  The senior men defended their national title in Hamilton by beating Auckland in a tense final, while 
the senior women finished second (seeded third) to ensure Wellington was the best performed district at the 
senior nationals.  At the junior nationals in Henderson both the boys and girls teams finished runners-up to 
Auckland (in the case of the boys, by a mere seven points).  These were outstanding results for two relatively young 
teams, and 2012 promises to be a successful season for the juniors.  Finally, the Wellington masters team won the 
national title for the first time in the history of the event, beating Auckland and Bay of Plenty by count-back. 

 

The season was notable for its abundance of individual honours for Wellington players.  Martin Knight (senior 
men), Mickayla Kerr (²ƻƳŜƴΩǎΩ ор-40), Zac Millar (under-17) and Scott Galloway (under-15) all won national titles, 
while Knight, Kerr, Evan Williams, Rebecca Barnett and Corey Love all achieved national representative honours in 
their various categories.  The district would like to extend its warm congratulations to these players on their 
successes, and thank them for representing Wellington with pride and sportsmanship. 

 

I would also like to thank district Coach Nick Mita, senior team manager Mark Millar, and junior convenor and 
manager Christine Barnett for all of the hard work they put in with the teams to make these results possible. 

 

A big highlight of the competitive season was the staging of the various Wellington district events.  These were 
excellently hosted and organised by Mitchell Park (Wellington Open, Wellington Junior Open), Upper Hutt 
(Wellington Junior Age Groups) and Island Bay (Wellington Masters).  These events attracted entries from all 
around the country, producing some very competitive squash and creditable results for Wellington players. 

 

The autumn and winter interclub competitions have progressed well this year with strong participation.  Our 
sincere thanks go to Terri Grimmett for her excellent organisation of these competitions.  Congratulations to all of 
the teams who were successful in winning their divisions.  Further strong results were achieved by the regional 
winners of the various Super Champs events.  The B grade ladies from Tawa, who won the national B grade title in 
Whakatane, in particular should be applauded. 

 

Finally I would like to recognise the efforts and achievements of our Coaching Development Manager Nick Mita.  
His tireless work coaching players, coaches, and implementing the squash in schools programme, is immensely 
valuable to the district and has helped us achieve some great results this year.

Interclub Report 

Autumn, Winter and Spring competitions were run again this year. 

The grades over the winter consisted either of 8 teams playing two rounds or six teams with three rounds. This 
gave 14 or 15 rounds of competition which may have been more than is desirable to maintain the enthusiasm of

Island Bay, had a higher proportion of away games. The teams were graded based on the average grade of all 
players in the team. Some players commented that they felt the total for the top 5 players in the team was a fairer 
method.   

The decision was made not to regrade the teams at the end of the first round.  Unfortunately this and the decision 
to hold finals between the top two placed teams were both counter to the agreement reached at the club 
ŎŀǇǘŀƛƴΩǎ workshop. This was a regrettable consequence of the change in both interclub convener and SDM at the 
start of the year, neither of whom were at the workshop. 

During the process of entering the winter draws onto the SIT site I discovered that the site was designed to collect 
the team entries for interclub and to assist in the grading of the teams. This was successfully used for spring 
interclub and worked well.  Throughout the season club administrators were given the ability to add players into 
teams and the winning team captain was responsible for entering results. This process worked very well with the 
biggest issue being some results being entered in the wrong way around.  Concerns were always quickly raised via 
email or the Dispute function on the results screen and easily resolved. 

I found the role of interclub convener a huge challenge when it came to producing the draws and entering them 
onto the SIT system. Thanks to those of you who noticed my mistakes and let me know in time to correct them.  
My apologies go to those of you who ended up with an extra tie at your venue when the mistake was not noticed.  
I have agreed to take on this role for another season in order to make use of what I have learnt this year. 

Improved communication, particularly around advanced warning of when entries are required, and getting some 
help to check draws prior to publication are aims for next year.

All in all 2011 has been a positive year for Nelson Bays Squash.  Three new members were welcomed to the Nelson 
Bays Committee ς Brendon Monk (Nelson); Ashley Stevens (Celtic) and secretary Kayer Taylor (Waimea) and most 
clubs have been fairly well represented at monthly meetings.  Helen Palmer and I have been grateful for the 
administrative support from Kaye Taylor, and the support and direction provided by Brendon and Ashley.  Thanks 
also to all club representatives for turning up and for your feedback and for supporting NBS activities, and there 
has been a lot! 

We enjoyed a fun evening with Squash professionals Martin Knight and Evan Williams showing off their talents at 
an exhibition at the Nelson Squash Club, and we also enjoyed a similar evening with Kashif Shuja later in the year ς 
and also great media promotion for squash in the Nelson Mail.    

After surveying players last year, we made some modifications to winter Interclub and good numbers of mens and 
womens teams were entered.  A shorter winter interclub with a 2 week break appeared to be well received and 
was followed by a new spring interclub competition with 27 teams of 3.  We will survey members again at the end 
of the season.  We believe it is important to find out what players want.  

All clubs held successful open Tournaments which had fairly consistent numbers of entries which was pleasing 
given the economic climate, but I think it is fair to say that people are thinking more carefully about the number of 
tournaments they can afford to play in.

Nelson Bays Squash suffered significant funding cuts for the Squash Development role this year,  a reflection I 
think, of tough economic times and the financial impact of the Canterbury Earthquake on Canterbury Community 
Trust funding.  This forced us to reconsider the SDO role, and we trimmed the job back to 15 hours per week, with 
the option of Kiwi sport in schools programme on top of the role. However we are very grateful for the funding we 
did receive from Canterbury Community Trust and from NZ Community Trust for SDO wages.  

Many thanks to SDO Greg Walsh for hanging in there for us this year ς not easy at times while contract glitches 
with Squash Wellington were ironed out and we waited for outcomes of funding applications.  We now have an 
agreement with Squash Wellington that Nelson Bays Squash will source funding and employ a Development officer 
to grow and develop squash across Nelson Bays region. This role fits into the Wellington District Squash Strategic 
plan and should help make the 2012 funding application process smoother.  Thank you to The Squash Wellington 
Board and in particular Willie Bicknell for his support, patience and advice to us over the last 12 months.   

A successful funding application to Lion Foundation has enabled us to provide hardware to 3 clubs and software to 
all 5 clubs to link clubs to the Squash NZ SIT system.  Apart from providing an online booking system it also means 
all clubs are linked online to selected internet sites, including Squash NZ grading list which will allow interclub 
teams to enter their results at the club before they even go home!  (We hope this will mean less work for Helen 
next year!).   We also received funding from Mainland Foundation for Junior Age group tournament.   

We were fortunate to contract Michael Hughes at short notice to provide kiwisport squash in schools programme 
to local primary schools in term 3 and an application for neȄǘ ȅŜŀǊΩǎ ƪƛǿǎǇƻǊǘ ŦǳƴŘƛƴƎ Ƙŀǎ ōŜŜƴ ƳŀŘŜ ǘƻ tŜƭƻǊǳǎ 
Trust this year, and we will apply to Sport Tasman early next year.  This programme is vital to ensure the future 
growth of squash in clubs. 

I want to acknowledge the efforts of the Nelson Squash committee who have worked tirelessly this year to give 
their club a facelift and host the NZ Masters ς what a great event with over 170 entries.  A huge amount of work 
but the club looks fantastic and is a credit to you and a great asset for the Nelson/Tasman region.

Referees Report 

A very light year for referees visits this year with only eight clubs requesting referees for rules evenings at their 
club. What is disappointing though is,  that there were six teams qualifying to participate at the national super 
championships, with their team members not having attended a rules evening.  This required a separate session 
for these teams, when an evening had already been held at their own club. 

Super champ finalists need to be aware that there is an eligibility rule that requires all team members participating 
in National Super Championship Finals to attend a rules evening, and that the District is required to sign off on this 
requirement.  While Wellington have always ensured that in most instances teams members have met this criteria, 
and signed off in detail on this requirement, this is the first year that Squash New Zealand has followed up on this 
requirement prior to teams competing at Nationals. South Island Clubs in Blenheim were catered for with the 
usual combined session for all players participating in interclub. 

Our four National Referees were prominent at various tournaments throughout the District, Wellington Open, 
Wellington Junior Open, Wellington Age Groups, as well as many Club Open events. They were also used 
extensively throughout New Zealand attending National Championships for both Senior and Junior players, as well 
as North & South Island Championships for both grades. Janet Udy and Sandra Tinkler acted as Tournament 
Referees at a number of tournaments, while Peter Highsted and Sandra Tinkler were active in re-assessments of 
National Referees. 

The Oceania Squash Federation appointed Sandra Tinkler as the Tournament Referee for the Pacific Games, 
(incorporating the Oceania Squash Championships).  Two other referees were appointed from Australia. As well as 
refereeing, all these referees are required to give seminars on marking and refereeing for both singles and 
doubles, and assess the players for qualification as either a marker or a referee at either singles or doubles. 

These championships are for players from any of the Pacific Islands, excluding Australia and New Zealand, and 
were held in New Caledonia.  The event held over a two week period, covered Teams, Singles,  and Doubles 
events, for both men and women as well as a Mixed Doubles event.  

Matey Galloway continues to work away at his refereeing and has officiated at a number of National Junior events 
throughout the country, as well as making himself available at Wellington events also. The following are our 
qualified referees in Wellington, and I thank them for their work in assisting me with the various requirements of 
tournament play and rules evenings.  In particular, thanks to Dru  for assisting with club visits throughout the year.

Finance Report 

I am pleased to report that the Board has successfully achieved a breakeven result for the year as originally 

forecast, in what was always going to be difficult period financially.  The Board has done well to match activity 

income with related expenditure and reduce overall expenditure to match the declining income, with limited 

effect on serving the needs of squash clubs and players in the district.  The figures below are consolidated into 

groups with the detailed Profit and Loss account attached as a note providing a breakdown of the sources of 

income and expenditure. 

It has been a difficult year obtaining funding through the usual avenues with grants from Charitable Trusts down 

by $51,350 (a decline of 45%) to a level the district has not seen for some years.   The disaster in Canterbury 

brought about a change to legislation allowing Charitable Trusts to allocate grants to worthy causes outside the 

district in which they operate.  This significantly reduced the available pool of grant money to local entities.  The 

timing of funding through Squash NZ also changed this year, now referred to as Coachforce Funding and District 

Development Investment, with the result being a reduction in income in the 2011 year, even though the total 

funding expected on an annual basis will be similar assuming the district delivers as required.   

A large proportion of the reduced operating expenditure of $50,584 related to contract / salary payments for

year spread over all areas.  Part of the reduction in the expenditure for SDO Wellington there was the 6 week 

period between Dave Christie finishing up and Willie Bicknell taking over his position. 

There was some timing issues with figures included under the current year expenses with an effect on the 

reported net loss.  In particular the Winter Interclub prize money of $5,000 from the 2010 year was paid in 

November and therefore included in the 2011 figures.  This effectively moved the expense from the 2010 year 

to the 2011 year reducing the expected profit to a small loss in 2011.  We have spent some time matching the 

timing of income and expenditure to the events and to the correct financial year as at 30 September and 

although there are still some minor issues the effect is minimal.  

Under the 2012 year forecast/budget, income is projected to increase slightly but a significant amount relies on 

results from grant applications as it always has.  The split of Operating expenses show a plan to devote more 

resources to growing the sport with a reduction in expenditure on administration and management.   We have also

$9,809.  This is in response to comments at the 2010 AGM where the level of capital held in the district was an item 

of concern.

The Association runs squash in the Wellington district, and reports to the members of the Association. 

The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with Generally Accepted Accounting Practice applying 

The framework of Differential Reporting. The Association is a not for profit entity. The financial statements are 

prepared in New Zealand dollars. 

 

General Accounting Policies 

The measurement base adopted is that of historical cost. Reliance is placed on the fact that the Association is a 
going concern. Accrual accounting is used to match expenses with revenues. 

Particular Accounting Policies 

The following particular accounting policies which materially affect the measurement of financial performance and 

financial position have been applied. 

*Accounts receivable are shown at their net realisable value. 

*Depreciation is charged on micro court equipment using the straight line method, using the 
depreciation rates shown in the table. 

*The entity is registered for GST.  The financial statements have been prepared on a GST exclusive 
basis with the exception of accounts receivable and accounts payable which are shown inclusive of GST. 

Revenue 

Revenue is recognised on an accrual basis, such that revenue is recognised in the period to which it is earned. 

Tax 

The Association is exempt from income tax as a result of its incorporated society status 

Fixed Assets and Depreciation 

Fixed assets are initially carried at cost and depreciated as per the attached schedule.  Depreciation is calculated on 
a diminishing value basis to allocate the cost of an asset over its useful life.  The micro courts were depreciated on 
a straight line basis.  The estimated useful lives are as follows: 

Vehicle                                         3 ς 4 years 

Computer & Video Equipment     2 ς 3 years 

Micro Courts                                    10 years 

Squash Coaching Equipment        1 ς 2 years 

Changes in Accounting Policies 

Depreciation rates have been reduced from the prior year to fairly reflect allocating the cost of asset over its useful 
life.  Some expenses have been reclassified for consistency and to make figures comparable between years, but the 
net result has not altered.  All other accounting policies have been applied consistently with those in the previous 
financial year. 

Differential Reporting 

The Association qualifies for differential reporting and it is not publically accountable and is not considered large. 

All applicable differential report exemptions have been applied under the framework for Differential Reporting. 

Contingent Liabilities 

At balance date there are no known contingent liabilities (2010 $0).  The Association has not granted any securities 
in respect of liabilities payable by any other party whatsoever.
